Questions for Consideration 

Chapter 4 – Show Me Your Glory 
1. Moses was a great example of a leader who desired to honor God and his requests of God (which is

what prayer is!) reflected a desire to know God to a deeper level. Read Exodus 33:12-23 and 34:1-7.
Use these Bible passages to answer the following questions.

a. What did Moses ask of God and what was his motivation behind the request?

b. In your life have you had a time when, like Moses, you were desperate for God to show
Himself to you so that you could do more for Him?

c. How do you think Moses was changed after this experience with God? How would you have
been changed had you gone through a similar experience?
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Chapter 5 – Listening Prayer 
2. Read 1 Samuel 3:2-14 provided on pages 26 and 27. Answer the following questions about the 

amazing conversation between Samuel and God. 
a. Why did God reach out to Samuel in this manner? In developing an answer consider the 

importance that the “future version” of Samuel would have to lead the nation of Israel, anoint 
two kings, and serve as the representative of God to the people. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

b. God speaks to His people. Although this is personal and do not feel any pressure to share in 
the group, how does God speak to you? It will be encouraging for you to hear from others 
how they have learned to listen to His voice. Consider the quote from Blaise Pascal on page
