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4. Angels are superior to man in terms of their strength and intellect; however, according to I 

Corinthians 6:3 followers of Jesus will judge the angels. Listed below are three (3) reasons 
Ryrie cites as to why angels have greater knowledge than humans (p. 143): 

a. They were created as “higher” order beings and innately possess greater knowledge 
(and capacity) than humans. 

b. Angels know more about God than humans do. 
c. Because angels do not die, they are able to accumulate knowledge and experience 

over long period of time (i.e. we’ll call this “compound” knowledge). 
 

In looking at the above list, what can we learn about angels that can benefit us as humans in 
serving God?
