What other “nuggets” of information do we glean from this
passage on the origin of Satan? In particular, list the five (5) “l wills”.

5. Read Jesus’ words in Luke 10:18. What does this single verse tell us about Jesus?

The above chart was drawn by Clarence Larkin and published in his book, Rightly Dividing the
Word (1920). Although difficult to read, where do you see the fall of Satan occurring?
